· Support the chair to coordinate a meeting for all student club captains at the start of the year to share plans for the year and take minutes. Working with the club captains to choose a suitable time, and promote attendance.
· Seek relationships that would support the sustainability of the sport programme in partnership with the Chair and SSS staff lead.
